Because I’m just a builder like the rest of you, I figured everyone would have their own ideas about how to install the harness bracket.  Then I realized that since I supplied the bracket, maybe I should at least tell you how I did it.   So here goes. 

I made up a small aluminum bracket, slightly smaller that the part of the harness bracket that will touch the cabin top.  I then drill 2 holes in the small bracket which match up to the harness bracket, then installed pem nuts.  The size of hole drilled depends on the sized of pem nut used.  I then drilled a hole through the small part, in the middle, and drilled and tapped the cabin top for an 8-32 countersunk screw.  I then drilled the cabin top to created clearance for the opposite side of the pem nut (1/4” holes for the pem nut I used) which needs relief into the cabin top.  I then drilled about 6 really small (.060 or so) holes through both the small bracket and then transferred drilled them into the cabin top.  These holes will add strength when the small bracket is JB Welded and screwed to the cabin top. 
Just a note, I determined the center of the cabin by finding the center between the forward hinge bolts, and the same for the rear hinge bolts, and drawing a line between them.

In hindsight, I should have have sent out some pem nuts with each order.  Out shop uses them by the hundreds.  
http://www.mcmaster.com/      Check out part number 94648A320     These work great for us because all you have to do is drill the hole in the aluminum .166, set a pem nut on the hole, and use a squeezer to set it, done!  For a lot of applications, they’re way faster and easier than nutplates.
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
