We have many expenses – We’re non-profit and have a small budget – We’re not trying to make money, per se, on this 
educational and fun event – We’re just trying to recover most of the many expenses of putting on this great fly-in with 
seminars.  Expenses include: Small thank-you gift to speakers (we wish we could do more), griddle rental, lots of food on 
hand, propane, CDs/cases/labels (seminar CD for every attendee), extra port-a-john rental & pumping, and more. 
 

The past 2 years, EAA106 has lost money or broken even and there have been long lines to pay for food, etc.  So we’re 
trying something new.  We’re modeling our event after a 1-day RV Fly-In with seminars, which is held in NY.  That chapter 
charges $40 in advance and $45 at the door, but in addition to breakfast and lunch, they do include dinner -- whereas we 
include breakfast, lunch, a CD filled with seminar info (we charged $10 last year as a separate item), and a raffle ticket.  
 

Pay only once as you enter by car or park your plane ����  Buy a wristband that is then good to pick up your CD & raffle 
ticket, pick up food (just walk up and pick up food & drinks throughout the day), and attend any seminars of interest.
